violence, early marriage, early pregnancy, and 

trafficking). 

But we know that God designed us for abundance 

when He created us, so World Renew’s mission 

involves helping women, men, and families who 

live in poverty to develop healthier ways of 

communicating and relating. In the countries of 

Uganda and Kenya, World Renew is working 

through churches to encourage families to be 

intentional in gender equality. 

Your gift of gender champion training equips 

World Renew’s Christian partners to advocate for 

healthy family relationships in the communities 

they serve. These trainings promote the biblical 

values expressed in Galatians 3:28: 

 “There is no longer Jew or Greek, there is no 

longer slave or free, there is no longer male 

and female; for all of you are one in Christ 

Jesus.” As men and women learn what it means 

to be faithful to the Godly attribute of serving 

one another, they begin to experience the 

tremendous abundance God intends for them in 

their relationships.
